to reduce waste primarily by going to elec-
tronic documents. Given tight city finances 
and declining revenue streams the city has not 
been able to staff for a green agenda. We en-
dorsed Dave in 2009- he has two more years 
on Council. He is vice-mayor. We are pleased 
that he has helped pass the Green Advisory 
Committee recommendation through Coun-
cil. While sorry to see him leave the council, 
we thought Dave Warden was presenting the 
San Carlos Belmont Sierra Club Group with 
an opportunity to advocate for a green posi-
tion if he follows through and reduces the of-
fice of City Clerk.

Redwood City 2011

There are 5 candidates running for 4 seats on 
the Redwood City council this fall. The Si-
erra Club interviewed the four incumbents 
(the fifth candidate declined to participate). 

We feel that the city is doing some very good 
things for the environment and acknowledge 
Redwood City’s leadership in water and energy 
conservation. However, none of the candidates 
demonstrated the level of leadership on envi-
ronmental issues and community engagement 
that we feel is needed to ensure other aspects of 
our natural environment will get the attention 
they deserve.

In 2010 Redwood City adopted a general plan 
that provides a road map for accommodating 
growth that will be greatly supported by the 
Downtown Precise Plan. These two planning 
documents provide the foundation for creating 
a livable, economically vibrant city that lever-
ages its location along the Caltrain line.  Im-
plementing this vision over the next 25 years 
will require strong leadership on the part of the 
council to inspire and engage residents to sup-
port the coming changes in their community.

Before women had the right to vote in the 
United States, California women achieved that 
goal. When Proposition 8 passed in a special 
election on the October 10, 1911, this state’s 
women won that right. California was the sixth 
state to grant women suffrage. The suffragists 
used innovative methods and modern cam-

paign techniques. They held mass meetings, 
sponsored automobile tours, developed street 
speaking expertise, utilized the press, bill-
boards, campaign buttons, leaflets, pennants, 
and even grocery bags to keep their cause be-
fore the voting public. The strategy was not 
to be argumentative but to “put forth positive 
arguments of a hopeful, constructive sort” and 
to appeal to rural voters. The press secretary for 

the College League wrote: “The women of Cal-
ifornia appeal to the fair-minded, clean-souled 
men of California to help women defeat the 
vicious elements of the slums of the larger Cal-
ifornia cities on October tenth”. The amend-
ment carried by 3, 587 votes out of 246,487, 
an average of one vote in every precinct in the 
state, which clearly illustrates the importance 
of each vote.*

Election Insight 2011

2011 was a difficult year to do endorsements 
for the city council and other local races in 
the Loma Prieta Chapter. This was our low-
est number of endorsements in probably the 
last 10 years. The candidates were generally 
less focused on protecting the environment 
and the number of volunteers was dramatically 
lower than normal. The Loma Prieta chapter 
conducted endorsement interviews in only 
5 cities this summer; Sunnyvale, Cupertino, 
Redwood City, San Carlos and Belmont. We 
made endorsements in only 4 of those cities. In 
the other races, none of the candidates earned 
our endorsement. There were requests for us to 

do interviews in more cities, but very low vol-
unteer turnout prevented it. This limited our 
ability to do the races we have done in the past. 
There were many city council races that did not 
have endorsement teams. In 2009, PolCom 
volunteers completed endorsements in 13 local 
races vs. 5 in 2011. We did not have any en-
dorsement interviews in Brisbane, Burlingame, 
Foster City, Half Moon Bay, Millbrae, South 
San Francisco, Granada Sanitary District and 
Central Coast Water District. Some of these 
cities did not have competitive races, but most-
ly, we didn’t conduct interviews because of a 
lack of volunteers. 

I hope the low volunteer turnout is a symptom 

of the current political and economic situation. 
It is easy to understand that volunteers were not 
excited about helping interview and endorse 
candidates this year considering how angry and 
frustrated so many of us are with politicians and 
politics this year. It has been a long recession/de-
pression and it probably won’t get much better 
anytime soon. That said; let’s hope that people’s 
enthusiasm and energy turn around in 2012. 
There will be more city council races as well as 
county, state and national races in 2012. 

In addition to low volunteer turnout, there was 
a lower environmental focus by many candi-
dates this election. Many candidates are mak-
ing budgets and jobs their highest priority fo-

cus for campaigning this year. Anything which 
might hurt jobs is a no-no for some candidates. 
This is part of the reason why after conducting 
interviews in Redwood City, we ultimately de-
cided not to endorse any of the candidates. 

Looking forward to 2012, it will be an excit-
ing year. There will be presidential, state and 
county elections in addition to many city 
councils. We hope many of our prior volun-
teers choose to help us do endorsements again 
and we gather some new volunteers as well. So 
2011 endorsements are over and done. Thank 
you to the stalwart volunteers who helped out 
in 2011. Let’s make 2012 a better year for the 
protecting the environment and us.

Candidates who want our endorsement 
go through a multi-stage process: com-
pleting a written questionnaire; attending 
an in person interview; and, providing 
additional background as needed.  While 
the candidates are drafting their environ-
mental positions our endorsement team 
members are reviewing past votes; public 
positions candidates have taken; review-
ing each candidate’s website, and, collect-
ing information from other Club activists 
who have interacted with the candidate.  

The biggest step for the candidate is com-
pleting a written questionnaire. (See box)  
The questionnaire is updated for each elec-
tion and includes standard questions all can-
didates in all races are asked.  Then endorse-
ment teams add a couple of questions specific 
to that community.  The good news about 
updating the questionnaire is that much of 
what we have asked in the past has come 
to pass.  The majority of our communities 
have created climate change actions; most 
are working on some kind of transit oriented 
housing and many have or are in the pro-
cess of banning single use items like plastic 
bags and polystyrene takeout food packag-
ing, and, the list of actions we’ve asked and 
received goes on and on.

I am often asked if the Sierra Club endorse-
ment means anything.  After working on 
endorsements for over a decade for the 
Chapter, I believe that our endorsements 
do make a difference.  And it goes beyond 
the endorsement for one election.  When 
our volunteers meet with candidates, it 
opens an exchange of ideas and interests.  
It lets the candidates know what is impor-

tant to the Chapter, our members and for 
the environment.  We also get to meet with 
community leaders and hear what is impor-
tant to them and to assess their level of un-
derstanding on a range of environmental is-
sues.  It opens the door for communication 
and lets the candidates know endorsement 
or not, winning their election or not, the 
Sierra Club is a community resource and 
we are here to help.

In many communities we face a chicken 
and egg conundrum.  If we aren’t actively 
working on an issue, then we aren’t visible 
in a community.  So if we don’t have an ac-
tive issue should we be doing endorsements 
as who in that community really knows 
who we are or what we stand for.  In reality, 
in many of our cities, the only active Sierra 
Club presence is our bi-annual endorse-
ment of candidates.  So is our endorsement 
going to make a difference in the election?  
I believe it does. Within our region, the Si-
erra Club endorsement is considered one 
of the top 3 most wanted endorsements to 
receive. People know that we have an open 
and fair process that allows all candidates to 
participate. Not all endorsing organizations 
provide that opportunity. Our endorse-
ment demonstrates that our candidates are 
committed to a healthy natural and urban 
environment. Our candidates have a good 
grasp of local politics and how to get poli-
cies passed. Finally, our members go out 
and vote. With many elections won or lost 
by just a handful of votes, our members’ 
votes truly make the difference.

Over time, I have seen what we ask can-
didates evolve.  I have seen the programs 
put in place by elected officials that we had 
been pushing for years.  So I believe our en-
dorsements make a huge difference.

2011 California Legislative Brief

The legislature left the building this year with a 
very mixed record on environmental bills. For-
tunately, a number of key Sierra Club Califor-
nia priority bills passed. Unfortunately, a couple 
of important bills we didn’t like also passed.

And even more troubling, the early actions on 
these bills by the governor have not been com-
forting.

In the spring, the legislature passed a bill to in-
crease to 33 percent the portion of renewable en-
ergy required in a utility’s energy portfolio. That 
was immediately signed by the governor and gave 
us all great hope about the rest of the session.

In the last six weeks of the session,  the legisla-
ture also passed bills that would help find fund-
ing for transit (AB 650), ban shark fin sales (AB 
376), increase fees to cover oil spill prevention 
and recovery (AB 1112), and make it easier for 
local utilities to increase the amount of renew-
able energy they procure (SB 790).  These were 
all bills the Club supported.

Sadly, the legislature also passed a series of bills 
that the Club opposed that would weaken en-
vironmental review, the worst two of which in-
clude SB 292 and AB 900. The most troubling 
aspect of those bills included allowing large-
scale development projects to bypass a step in 
the court process if their environmental impact 

reports are challenged. Additionally, the legis-
lature passed a bill (AB 628) that threatens to 
increase off-highway vehicle traffic in natural 
areas.

As of this writing on September 29, the gov-
ernor has vetoed the transit bill and signed the 
troubling environmental review bills. If this were 
baseball, we’d say we—or rather he—struck out.

The governor has until October 9 to take ac-
tion on the balance of the bills on his desk.  To 
find out how we fare on those bills, check into 
the governor’s website:http://www.gov.ca.gov.
